EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:                                                                                          13 July 2007 
• The ministry is in the black.  Many Chaplains have sent in donations and also a few Base Chapels.  

Marines on Okinawa and a local church have made generous donations. 
• Without inventory to ship we have not pursued orders from the Chaplains; however they still come in 

– four thousand just today. 
• The slack shipping time has been used to bring necessary accounting programs and data bases up 

to speed.  That in itself has been a blessing. 
•  Ministry projections are becoming better defined.  Approximately 250,000 requests will be received 

annually.  Criteria has been developed to screen and reduce the number to 180,000.  This 
translates to $35,000 a month budget to ship 15,000 Coins and Tracts per month. 

• Can money be better spent than the cost of $2.35 each to get the message of salvation out to  
15,000 American Defenders of Our Freedoms a month?
