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WHAT’S HAPPENIN’ NOW-.

Typically good leadership, training and equipment yields high morale. News agencies and bloggers broke the
news two days ago that troop morale is extremely low in Afghanistan. Terms like “significant” were used to
describe the situation. One retired Army Commander reported three root causes: Presidential leadership,
Rules of Engagement and weapon malfunctions (M4 rifle — 40 year old design). The result is that all the past
training becomes inconsequential, without leadership, with changing battlefield rules and using defective
weapons. As if that is not enough, troop stress has been elevated with 3 and 4 deployments into war zones.
Superimpose the stress of war, possible domestic problems and other difficulties back home onto the
conditions described above — all of which the troop has no control over - and the state of troop morale is
understandable.
